5.I	Discussion of Board/Commission Member Responsibilities
Steve Fincher, City Attorney, discussed the powers and duties of each of the Boards.

Applicant James Newton, stated that he was interested in service on the Development Authority and that he was currently serving on the Main Street Board.  Mr. Newton stated that he was not available during the day.  
Applicant Ellen Suber-Simpson, stated that she would like to serve on the Main Street Board. 
Applicant Jimmy Lovern, Jr., stated that he would serve where needed, however, the he was a not available during the day.  
Applicant Carol Seaton, stated that she was interested in the Design Review Committee, Development Authority, Main Street Board, and Planning Commission and that here background was in planning and development.

7. City Manager Report 
William Whitson, City Manager, stated that Council gave authorization to proceed with new IT contractor. Liberty technologies had been selected and had been on board for about 30 to 40 days and had wiped out most of small list of items and was now turning attention to coordination issues and 5-year strategy. Mr. Whitson reported that there were about 16 computers that are out of date that would have to be replaced at a cost around $14,000.

Tom Morris, Fire Chief, stated that the life packs were on engine 1 and 2 and three quotes had been received for the ladder truck. 
Allie O’Brien, Main Street and Marketing Manager, stated that the Fulton County Arts Council report was completed and that the Film series was on February 26th Christ Church.
David Burt, Economic Development Consultant, stated that he was working with the owner of the tavern and taco restaurant and focused on the arts and markers storefronts for the dogwood area. 
Lee Sudduth, Community Service Director, stated that he was working with David Burt and staff with regard to the sewer line on Dearborn.
Jim Schuster, Finance Director, stated that there was a run down in the green sheet.
Jennifer Elkins, City Clerk, stated that the 1095/1094had been prepared, the South Fulton Municipal Association was on the 28th and that the benefit renewals would be coming forward soon as the City had changed its benefit year.  
Rick Glavosek, Police Chief, stated that the abatement at 3001 Dogwood Drive had been cleaned-up and several others properties like that; police applicants looking good.  
Bill Johnston, Planning and Zoning Consultant, stated that Spacemax had final approval from DRC, Enterprise Rent-A-Car was denied an occupational tax permit to park cars at 1001 and cars removed.
Steve Fincher, City Attorney, stated there were a couple of executive session issues.
